I am sure we can arrange a two-week visit to
safari and national parks for less than £1,000 for two weeks and, just for you,
20% commission on accommodation for bookings made this year.

One prophecy for this
visit is that there are some looking for me to put a foot wrong (that shouldn't be too difficult for them!), but God
will turn it to blessing.
